It provides an inventory of the building’s 
major systems and components, and an assessment of their physical and functional condition. These findings will reveal the property’s 
strengths and potential deficiencies, as well as deferred maintenance issues.

All commercial buildings have limitations and are generally costly to maintain and repair. The commercial property inspection will help 
the client better understand how well the property is holding up, as well as give them a good idea of anticipated maintenance and 
repairs moving forward from the day of the walk-through survey.
